A Resolution in Favor of Increased Security and Safety Measures 

across North Dakota University System Campuses 

 

 

1

WHEREAS, the North Dakota Student Association (NDSA) represents the voice of North 

Dakota’s 45,000 public college and university students; and,

WHEREAS, the purpose of NDSA is to represent all students enrolled in the North Dakota 

University System (NDUS) and advocate on issues of higher education in support of access, 

affordability, quality, and the student experience; and,

WHEREAS, the 2015 North Dakota Legislative Assembly appropriated $3 million to the 

University System office for a campus security pool to be distributed to campuses based on 

campus security and risk assessments through HB 1003, and,

WHEREAS, ten years have transpired from when HB 1003 was passed, meaning previously 

funded items across campus may be due for upgrades, replacements, or reinforcements, and 

significant upgrades in the fields of information systems and security have been made; and,

WHEREAS, to the knowledge of the NDSA, no further funds have been dispersed by the State 

of North Dakota to fund safety initiatives across NDUS campuses since HB 1003; so,  

 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the NDSA supports the petition of the North Dakota 

Legislature for renewed funding for safety and security initiatives across the University System
